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SENATOR JONI CRAIGHEAD INTRODUCES
DENSITY REPORTING BILL
“CHERI’S LAW”

(Lincoln, NE) To the members of the press, 
Today Senator Joni Craighead introduced “Cheri’s Law” LB195, which will give all women of Nebraska access to their dense breast tissue composition, a critical aspect of breast health screening, that will save lives. The bill will require all health care facilities that perform mammography to include in the summary of the mammography report that is provided to a patient, information that identifies the patient’s individual breast tissue classification based on the Breast Imaging Reporting and Data System established by the American College of Radiology.
The bill is named in memory of Cheri Rauth, a Lincoln, Nebraska resident who passed away from breast cancer one year ago today, after receiving a stage 4 diagnosis within 8 months of her 15th normal mammogram. Had Cheri been notified of her dense breast tissue and discussed additional screening options to her mammogram, her cancer most likely would have been diagnosed as an earlier stage.
The bill does not create a duty of care or other legal obligation beyond the duty to provide notice. 
There are currently 28 states that have enacted a breast density reporting law.
